The Utility must refund to those customers that have previously contribute«
to the cost of each main extension itself that amount necessary to

reduce their contribution to the currently calculated amount for each
customer connected to that extension.

The notice of
deposit recalculation will state that if the deposit on account differs by more than ten (10)
dollars for residential customers, or by more than ten (10) percent for nonresidential
customers, from the deposit calculated on actual usage, then the utility will refund any over-
collection and may collect any underpayment. Refunds will be made either by check or by
credit to the customer's bill, except that the utility will not refund any excess deposit if the
customer's bill is delinquent at the time of recalculation.

Waiver of Deposits. The deposit may be waived upon a customer's showing of satisfactory
credit or payment history. [n determining whether a deposit will be required or waived, the
following criteria will be considered:
